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Introduction:

Since October 7, 2023, after public calls for genocide, with Israeli Prime Minister Benja-
min Netanyahu vowing to turn Gaza into a deserted island, Israeli warplanes have begun
dropping thousands of bombs on Gaza. All Gaza exits have been closed, cutting off food,
water, fuel, gas and electricity to the civilian population. It killed more than 3,300 Pales-
tinians, most of them children and women, including UN staff, members of the Interna-
tional Committee of the Red Cross, UNRWA staff, journalists, writers, intellectuals, art-
ists and players. and medical and relief workers. Entire families have been cleared from
Gaza’s civil registry, and residential areas including refugee camps, residential buildings,
hospitals, schools and historical monuments have been destroyed. Ambulances and med-
ical facilities have been deliberately targeted.

It is worth mentioning that the lethal military operation launched by the Israeli occupa-
tion against the Palestinian population in Gaza is the sixth since 2008 and in each of these
operations, war crimes have been committed, in full view of the world without control.

This preliminary report monitors the Israeli violations against the Gaza Strip in the ed-
ucational, cultural and scientific fields, as well as violations in Jerusalem and the West
Bank in conjunction with the ongoing genocide against the residents of the Gaza Strip,
noting that the information contained in the report covers the period between Octo-
ber 7 to date, as the data and information received change every minute as a result
of the continued Israeli aggression,With difficulties in counting and monitoring the
number of martyrs, wounded, victims and targeted possessions.
