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Introduction

Since October 7, 2023, Israeli warplanes have launched a series of airstrikes on Gaza, follow-
ing public calls for genocide and Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu’s declaration to
turn Gaza into an uninhabited island. As a result, all exits to Gaza have been closed, severing
the supply of essential resources such as food, water, fuel, gas, and electricity to the civil-
ian population. By the end of 2023, the number of casualties in Palestine has risen to over
22,000, with 98% of them occurring in the Gaza Strip. This represents the highest death toll
in Palestine since the Nakba of 1948. The victims include numerous children, women, and
individuals associated with organizations like the United Nations, the International Committee
of the Red Cross, and UNRWA. Journalists, writers, intellectuals, artists, players, medical and
relief workers have also tragically lost their lives. Entire families have been wiped out from
Gaza’s civil records, and the destruction extends to residential areas, including refugee camps,
residential buildings, hospitals, schools, and historical landmarks. Ambulances and medical
facilities have been deliberately targeted.

The ongoing Israeli offensive on Gaza, which commenced on October 7, 2023, represents one
of the most profound humanitarian crises in human history. The machinery of war, destruction,
killing, and displacement shows no distinction between the young and the elderly, schools and
homes, mosques and hospitals. Streets, neighborhoods, hospitals, schools, universities, and
cultural heritage have all been targeted relentlessly, resulting in extensive damage and loss,
sparing no sector or institution.

This conflict extends beyond Gaza alone, encompassing Jerusalem, as well as cities, villages,
and camps in the West Bank, and other targeted Palestinian areas. The Israeli occupation per-
sists in its daily violations of the Al-Agsa Mosque, the Ibrahimi Mosque, and other Islamic and
Christian holy sites. Through these transgressions, the occupation seeks to advance its plans for
spatial and temporal division. Al-Aqgsa Mosque, along with its surrounding mosques, squares,
and facilities, experiences a constant stream of violations and intrusions by settlers, under the
protection of the occupying police. This ongoing endeavor aims to establish complete control
over the Holy Mosque and impose a temporal and spatial division.

Furthermore, the occupation’s violations against the right to education and culture persist in
Jerusalem and the West Bank. These include attacks on students, teachers, academics, admin-
istrators, schools, universities, cultural and educational institutions, as well as heritage sites.
Such actions form part of a systematic policy that targets the educational and cultural system,
as well as the Palestinian Arab-Islamic identity.

This report provides an overview of the educational, cultural, and scientific conditions in Pal-
estine and Jerusalem during the period between October 7 and December 31, 2023. It is im-
portant to note that the data and information received are subject to constant change due to
the ongoing Israeli aggression, making it challenging to accurately account for the number of
martyrs, wounded individuals, victims, and targeted properties.

% The occupation aircraft targeted Palestinian university campuses in Gaza through air-

strikes, while also imposing restrictions on students from attending universities. As a
result of these measures and the inability to travel, over 550 male and female students
in the Gaza Strip were prevented from benefiting from external scholarships, effectively
denying them access to higher education.

¢ November 12: Two students, Wissam Al Sayed and Rawan Rajab, from the Gaza Strip,

were deprived from participating in the Arab Camp for Talented and Innovative Youth.
This event, titled “Innovation towards a better and more sustainable future,” was sched-
uled to take place in the Sultanate of Oman from December 3 to December 5, 2023. The
camp was organized under the auspices of the Omani National Commission for Educa-
tion, Culture, and Science, as well as the Arab Educational, Cultural, and Scientific Or-
ganization (ALECSO). Unfortunately, due to the ongoing Israeli aggression on the Gaza
Strip and travel restrictions, the two students were prevented from attending the camp.

Israeli universities and colleges have initiated a systematic campaign against Palestinian
students within their own borders since the commencement of the war on Gaza. This
campaign has involved the arrest of ten students, including five students at the Univer-
sity of Haifa. Additionally, approximately 160 other students have been summoned as a
consequence of their social media posts expressing solidarity with the Gaza Strip.

¢ The Israeli occupation’s brutal war, characterized by its disregard for international laws and
agreements safeguarding the rights of artists and intellectuals, has resulted in the martyrdom of
over 40 Palestinian creators, including intellectuals, writers, artists, and poets. Additionally, two
artists from the Palestinian territories occupied in 1948 were arrested due to their involvement in
publications considered anti-occupation in nature.

% The destructive weaponry employed by Israel targeted various components of the Palestinian
sports movement in the Gaza Strip. This led to the killing of numerous athletes, including 49
players participating in team and individual sports, as well as 17 technicians and administrators.
The aggression also resulted in the arrest of five individuals, while numerous others sustained
physical injuries.

%+ The occupation’s aircraft bombed the United Nations Development Program (UNDP) stadium
and Beit Hanoun Stadium. Furthermore, a stadium adjacent to the Indonesian Hospital in Gaza
was transformed into a mass grave. In addition, three equestrian clubs, a baseball field, and sever-
al halls and centers for practicing combat sports were deliberately targeted and damaged.

¢ The Minister of Endowments and Religious Affairs and former preacher of the Blessed Al-Ag-
sa Mosque, Sheikh Youssef Salama, was martyred when occupation missiles directly targeted
his residence in Al-Maghazi camp. Sheikh Salama, who was one of the preachers of Al-Agsa
Mosque, had been prevented from entering the mosque since the Gaza siege in 2007. He also held
the position of elected first vice president of the Supreme Islamic Authority in Jerusalem. Sheikh
Salama authored a guide specifically focused on Al-Agsa Mosque and served as an advisory
member of the College of the Qur’an and Islamic Studies at Al-Quds University/Abu Dis. Dr.
Salama was also the driving force behind the idea of printing the Qur’an in Jerusalem.

¢ The Journalists Syndicate has issued a warning that the occupation forces may commit
further crimes against Palestinian journalists as part of a planned campaign of incite-
ment by ministries and certain Hebrew media outlets associated with the Zionist war
and killing machinery. The syndicate highlighted that the website of the occupation
government’s Ministry of Foreign Affairs, the Yedioth Ahronoth newspaper’s website,
and other websites and television stations have published pictures and names of six
journalists: Hassan Salih, Youssef Masoud, Ali Mahmoud, Hatem Ali, Muthanna Al-
Najjar, and Saeed Al-Khatib. These publications were based on a report from the biased
Honest Reporting organization and constitute a clear incitement and call for targeting
and killing these journalists. The syndicate further added that the attempt to undermine
the professionalism of Palestinian journalists working with foreign agencies and media
outlets aims to marginalize the Palestinian narrative and perspective in favor of Israeli
narratives built on falsehoods and deceit.

The syndicate affirmed that the events of October 7 lasted only a few hours, during
which some settlements surrounding the Gaza Strip were accessible to everyone. There-

fore, it is natural for journalists to reach these areas and cover and document the inci-
dents. Any claim that journalists had prior knowledge of these events is a malicious
allegation intended to incite against Palestinian journalists and justify the occupation’s
crimes against them. The syndicate called upon news agencies and foreign media outlets
to conduct thorough investigations, exercise professionalism, and act responsibly before
making any decisions or taking measures against Palestinian journalists. Additionally,
the syndicate reiterated its call for international on-the-ground protection for journalists,
the establishment of a safe working environment, and the swift initiation of an interna-
tional investigation into all crimes committed against journalists. It also urged for the
prosecution of their perpetrators and instigators in international courts.

The repeated bombing and destruction of agricultural land in the Gaza Strip have resulted in
significant damage, with over a fifth of agricultural land being affected.

The ongoing prevention of fuel entry into the Gaza Strip raises the likelihood of a complete
collapse of the water system, rendering it inoperable.

Potable water scarcity is a direct consequence of the Israeli aggression and water supply
disruptions. As a result, citizens are forced to consume salty water. According to a UNICEF
report, children in the Gaza Strip are unable to access 90% of their required daily water intake.

The occupation’s targeting of the transmission line to the Gaza desalination plant has caused
damage to both the plant and its surrounding area.

Shelter centers established for displaced individuals due to the Israeli aggression have become
breeding grounds for epidemics and diseases due to the lack of access to safe water and san-
itation services.

The power outage has severely impacted solid waste management operations, including waste
collection, transportation, and disposal. This has led to the accumulation of waste in homes,
landfills, and roads, including hazardous medical waste resulting from the high number of ca-
sualties. Additionally, the power outage has rendered wastewater pumps and treatment plants
inoperable, resulting in untreated wastewater flowing, causing water and soil pollution.

Water desalination plants have ceased operation alongside the water supply cuts, and water
pumps in underground wells have stopped functioning, limiting the available water supply to
a mere 5% of its pre-aggression volume. It is important to note that groundwater, which con-
stitutes 95% of the available water, is already unsuitable for drinking. Moreover, water tanks
have been targeted and destroyed.

Over 65,000 cubic meters of public water seep into the sea daily, increasing both environmen-
tal and health risks.

During the period of the ceasefire, an occupation bullet resulted in the martyrdom of one farm-
er and the injury of another east of Al-Maghazi camp.

Due to the inability to provide food, people in Gaza have been forced to release the birds and
animals they kept in their homes. Unfortunately, a significant number of these animals have
been killed as a result of the siege and bombings.

The overcrowded and unsanitary conditions in UNRWA shelters have contributed to the in-
creased spread of water-borne and infectious diseases. These include diarrhea, hepatitis A,
acute respiratory infections, and skin infections. Cases of diarrhea among children under the
age of five have increased by 25 times compared to before the conflict. These diseases pose
a significant risk, particularly for malnourished children, especially considering the lack of
effective health services. Gaza is facing a critical shortage of vaccines, leading to catastrophic
health consequences. Over 360,000 cases of infectious diseases have been recorded.

Approximately 40% of the population in the Gaza Strip is at risk of famine.

THE ISRAELI OCCUPATION VIOLATION IN THE FIELD OF COMMUNICA-
TIONS AND INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY AND DIGITAL CONTENT

Around 30% of the telecommunications sector infrastructure has been damaged.

Israel has severed all communication and internet supply lines from the Gaza Strip on more
than seven occasions since October 27, 2023. This has resulted in a complete isolation of the
Gaza Strip from the outside world and has hindered ambulances from receiving emergency
calls regarding the whereabouts of martyrs and wounded individuals as a result of Israeli
raids. The communications network in Gaza is highly unstable, as its functionality is depen-
dent on the availability of fuel required for operation. Consequently, communication is fre-
quently disrupted or completely cut off in various parts of the Gaza Strip due to the targeting
of communication towers or the lack of necessary fuel.

There have been 750,000 instances of content supporting the Palestinian cause being deleted
from the Meta platform (Facebook and Instagram).

More than 161 cases of arrests have been documented within Palestine due to publications
related to supporting the Palestinian cause.

Over a million cases of hate speech and incitement against Palestinians and supporters of Pal-
estinian rights have been observed on social media platforms in the Hebrew language. These
harmful speeches continue to spread significantly amidst the escalating political events in the
region since October 7, 2023. The majority of these speeches, around 68%, were politically
motivated, while 29% were based on ethnic grounds. Violent discourses based on gender,
religion, and other factors were also prevalent.

The occupation forces have seized control of the Voice of Palestine radio station and used it
to broadcast their propaganda and threats against the people in the Gaza Strip.

% Meta removed a news post from the Palestinian National Commission for Ed-
ucation, Culture, and Science’s page. The post was about the Union of Arab
Scientific Research Councils condemning the Israeli aggression on the Gaza
Strip. Meta claimed that it violated Facebook standards by specifically targeting
Palestinian content.

¢ The Israeli occupation is utilizing artificial intelligence to target civilians:

The Israeli occupation is employing artificial intelligence to carry out attacks on civil-

ians in the Gaza Strip. They have developed a system called “Habara” that utilizes dig-

ital data analysis to automatically identify military targets without human intervention.

However, this technology has resulted in inaccurate target identification, leading to the

killing of entire families. The Israeli artificial intelligence system has been referred to

as a “‘mass assassination factory,” emphasizing its focus on quantity rather than quality.

This system contradicts the ethical principles of artificial intelligence, which are intend-

ed to benefit humanity rather than harm them. It is worth noting that the Israeli occu-

pation is promoting this system for global sale, with the intention of using it to target
civilians worldwide.

¢  On December 13, a meeting was held at the Jerusalem occupation municipality’s
Education Department regarding the students Ahmed Nawaf Al-Salaimeh, Moataz
Khader Al-Salaimeh, and Muhammad Khalil Al-Salaimeh, who were released in an
exchange deal involving prisoners. The purpose of the meeting was to discuss their
reintegration into their respective schools while awaiting a decision on their case.
The so-called Ministry of Education of the occupation, in a statement, declared that
the released students would not attend schools until the end of the winter break
(January 10, 2024). Following the break, each student would undergo an individual
assessment to determine the necessary adjustments, and the matter would be exam-
ined comprehensively. The so-called Ministry of Education, affiliated with the occu-
pation’s Ministry of Education, circulated a directive to the school administrations
in Jerusalem, under the jurisdiction of the occupation municipality, instructing them
not to admit the released students in the prisoner swap deals.

Under the pretext of lacking proper permits, the occupation municipality compelled the resi-
dents of Al-Issawiya to dismantle the “minaret of the Tawbah Mosque” in the town.

A group associated with the alleged temple movement supplied coats to settlers who forcibly
entered Al-Agsa Mosque. These coats displayed the phrase: “Missiles, rain? Climb to the
Temple Mount.”

A settler placed a donkey’s head within the Bab al-Rahma cemetery, which is located near
Al-Agsa Mosque. It is worth mentioning that this cemetery holds the graves of numerous
companions.

A group of settlers, backed by the Israeli occupation army, placed mobile homes (caravans)
and conducted bulldozing operations within the World Heritage Site, Palestine, the Land of
Olives and Grapes - the cultural landscape of the terraces of southern Jerusalem - specifically
in the Al-Qusayr area near Ain Bardamoh from the lands of Battir town. Their aim was to
establish a new settlement outpost in this area. It should be noted that this area has previously
experienced settler attacks, including bulldozing and road construction. As a result of this
recent attack, part of the World Heritage Site, its agricultural terraces, and its rich plant life
were destroyed. This has had a detrimental impact on its universal value, cultural and environ-
mental diversity, as well as its overall integrity and authenticity, which cannot be compensated
or restored.

The occupation forces arrested “Imad Al-Salwadi” and “Uday Abu Haniyeh” after they
stormed a sports club in the town of Anata in occupied Jerusalem.

The occupation court transferred the Jerusalemite sheikh and preacher Issam Amira to admin-
istrative detention for a period of 6 months. It should be noted that he was arrested from his
home in the village of Sur Baher, located south of Jerusalem, on October 12, on suspicion of
incitement.

The occupation authorities detained writer and political analyst Rasem Obeidat in Jerusalem.

Settlers and hired agents attacked Armenian protesters in the “Cow Garden” within the Arme-
nian Quarter of the Old City in occupied Jerusalem.




What is administrative detention?

Administrative detention is a form of arrest where individuals are detained without charges or trial. It is based
on a secret file and confidential evidence that neither the detainee nor their lawyer can access. The Israeli
occupation authorities in the occupied territories apply administrative detention procedures based on Article
(111) of the Defense Regulations for the State of Emergency, which were imposed by the British Mandate
authorities in September 1945. Since the Israeli occupation of the West Bank and Gaza Strip in 1967, the use

of administrative detention has increased significantly.

- The current conditions in the West Bank, characterized by attacks from settlers and occupation
soldiers on cities and villages, as well as road closures, have led to a combination of in-person
and remote (electronic) schooling hours.

- Around 2,000 male and female teachers face difficulties in reaching their schools due to the
presence of military checkpoints and arbitrary measures imposed by the occupation. As a re-
sult, 15 schools in the West Bank, including 8 in the city of Yatta, have been unable to hold
classes, whether in person or through distance education.

- On October 30, settlers, under the protection of occupation forces, raised the Israeli occupation
flag at the Kaabneh Bedouin school in the Jericho area. It should be noted that the Kaabneh
Bedouins are recognized as indigenous peoples of Palestine.

- On November 9, the Israeli occupation forces raided the city and camp of Jenin, detaining
3,500 school students and 500 kindergarteners in their respective schools within the camp. The
students, along with the teaching staff, were held without food and were not allowed to leave
until late hours of the night. The occupation forces also demolished and damaged the surround-

ings of the Education Directorate in Jenin.

Since the onset of the Israeli aggression on the Gaza Strip and the subsequent escalation of Israeli violations
in the West Bank, Palestinian universities in the West Bank have closed their campuses and transitioned to
distance e-learning systems. The following Israeli violations against university students and workers in the

higher education sector in the West Bank have been documented:
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ISRAELI VIOLATIONS IN THE FIELD OF TANGIBLE HERITAGE

The Ibrahimi Mosque, a site listed on both the World Heritage and Islamic Heritage Lists, has been closed
during Jewish holidays, and the call to prayer has been prohibited in the mosque on over 204 occasions.

The occupation forces conducted a raid on the archaeological area of Sebastia and removed the Palestinian
flag from the flagpole.

Settlers, accompanied by the occupation army, have demolished historic homes in the village of Shushahla,
located in Al-Khader, south of Bethlehem. These homes have a history dating back over 150 years.

In Masafer Yatta, south of Hebron, settlers and the occupation army attacked the natural landscape, resulting
in the destruction of several fruit trees.

Numerous attacks, totaling more than six, have targeted mosques in the West Bank.

The Tulkarm Youth Center and the Jenin Youth Center were demolished by the occupation forces.

Five athletes and members of the technical staff were arrested by the occupation forces.
