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Introduction

Since October 7, 2023, after issuing public calls for genocide, with Israeli Prime Minister
Benjamin Netanyahu vowing to turn Gaza into a deserted island, Israeli warplanes have begun
dropping thousands of bombs on Gaza. It closed all exits to Gaza, cutting off food, water, fuel,
gas, and electricity to the civilian population. The aggression resulted in the death of 14800
and the loss of 7000 people under the rubble, most of them children and women, including
employees of the United Nations, the International Committee of the Red Cross, and UNRWA,
journalists, writers, intellectuals, artists, Players, and workers in the medical and relief fields.
Entire families have been erased from Gaza’s civil registry, and residential areas including
refugee camps, residential buildings, hospitals, schools, and historical monuments have been

destroyed. Ambulances and medical facilities were deliberately targeted.

Save the Children published a report on October 29, 2023, where it stated that the number of
children reported killed in Gaza in just three weeks exceeded the annual number of children
killed across conflict zones in the world since 2019. It is noteworthy that more than 600,000
students have not and will not be able to go to school and pursue their basic right to education

in Gaza strip.

Considering the ongoing aggression against Gaza Strip and all the targeted Palestinian territo-
ries, Israeli leaders continue to issue racist and provocative statements calling for intensifying
crimes against the Palestinian people, most notably the suggestion of Israeli Heritage Minister
Mihai Eliyahu to strike Gaza with a nuclear weapon, and the call of Israeli Finance Minister
Bezalel Smotrich to establish buffer zones in the West Bank where Arabs are not allowed to

enter.

It is worth noting that the deadly military operation launched by the Israeli occupation against
the Palestinian population in Gaza is the sixth since 2008, and in each of these operations, war

crimes were committed, in full view of the world, without accountability or oversight.

A preliminary report monitors an update on the Israeli violations against the Gaza Strip in the
educational, cultural and scientific fields, in addition to the violations in Jerusalem and the

West Bank in conjunction with the ongoing genocide against the residents of the Strip, noting

that the information contained in the report covers the period between October 7 to date,
as the data received changes every minute as a result of the continued Israeli aggression
and the difficulties of counting and monitoring the numbers of martyrs, wounded, vic-
tims, and targeted property .

- 26 out of 35 hospitals stopped working in Gaza Strip, which is a real disaster.
This is a result of cutting off water and electricity from the Strip by the occu-
pation which threatens the lives of patients and injured, in addition to the lack
of medicines for treating tumors and dialysis. The Israeli occupation also sends
repeated warnings to hospitals demanding evacuation in preparation for bomb-
ing them. Regarding cancer and dialysis patients, hospitals in Gaza now lack
advanced oncology treatment, and there is a severe shortage of medications for
the 1,034 dialysis patients.

- Palestinian Ministry of Health announced the collapse of the health system in
Gaza Strip causing the imminent death of the sick and injured.

- Turkish Friendship Hospital was out of service (the only cancer treatment hospi-
tal in the Gaza Strip) as a result of bombing the third and last floor of the hospital
by Israeli warplanes, which led to severe damage. In addition, it ran out of fuel
completely which puts cancer patients at risk of inevitable death.

- November 5: 100 doctors in Israel called on the occupation army to bomb and
blow-up hospitals in Gaza.

- November 9: Occupation forces completely cut off electricity to Al-Shifa Hos-
pital threatening the lives of 39 infants in the prematurity ward among whom 3
infants died.

- November 12: More than 100 bodies were in the courtyard of Al-Shifa Hospital
as a result of the ongoing Israeli siege of the hospital. The medical staff inside
the hospital were unable to make a mass grave in the yard due to the seriousness
of the situation. The corpses of Martyrs in the courtyard of Al-Shifa Hospital
were also mauled by stray dogs.

- November 12: 12 patients died inside Al-Shifa Medical Complex due to the out-
age of electricity and medical consumables, including two newborn children. As
all 3,000 oncology patients who were being treated in Al-Rantisi and Al-Turkish
Hospital have now been left to die, after the occupation expelled them from the
hospitals. All pregnant women and women with dangerous pregnancies are at
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risk, as women do not find anyone to provide them with medical treatment and
services in Gaza. Every woman about to give birth will not find anyone to pro-
vide her with any medical service.

* November 9: Journalists Syndicate warned that the occupation forces would commit new
crimes against Palestinian journalists due to a programmed campaign of incitement by min-
istries and some Hebrew media that are linked to the Zionist war and killing machine. The
syndicate pointed out that the website of the Israeli Ministry of Foreign Affairs, the website
of the Yedioth Ahronoth newspaper, and other websites and television stations posted pic-
tures and names of four journalists: Hassan Salih, Yousef Masoud, Ali Mahmoud, Hatem
Ali, Muthanna Al-Najjar, and Saeed Al-Khatib, based on a report by the ‘Honest Reporting
organization’, a pro- occupation organization, in a blatant incitement and a call to target
and kill them. The syndicate continued that doubting the professionalism of Palestinian
journalists who work with foreign agencies and media outlets aims to empty these agencies
of the Palestinian narrative and coverage and to disseminate Israeli narratives of lies and de-
ception. The syndicate confirmed that the events of October 7 lasted for a few hours during
which some of the settlements around Gaza Strip were open and reachable to everyone
which enabled the journalists to reach them, cover and document what happened, and that
any claim that journalists had prior knowledge of what happened is a malicious claim aimed
at inciting against the Palestinian journalists to target them, and an attempt to justify the
crimes of the occupation against them. The syndicate called on news agencies and foreign
media to seriously investigate and exercise professionalism and responsibility before taking
any decisions or measures against Palestinian journalists. The syndicate renewed its call to
provide international field protection for journalists, ensure a safe working environment for
them, to accelerate an international investigation on all the crimes against them and bring

their killers and instigators to international courts.
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The journalist Sari Mansour was martyred while performing his work in the Bureij camp

in the Gaza Strip.

Israeli violations in the field of the environment

Likelihood of water system collapsing and being completely out of service increases due to
the continued prevention of fuel entry into Gaza Strip

Scarcity of potable water due to the repercussions of the Israeli aggression and water cuts

The transmission line to Gaza desalination plant was damaged as a result of the occupation
targeting the area adjacent to it

Shelter centers for displaced people as a result of the Israeli aggression have become a risk
for the spread of epidemics and diseases due to the lack of clean water and sanitation services.

It prevented the operation of sewage pumps and the operation of wastewater treatment plants
which prevented it from being properly treated, as it flows without treatment, causing water
and dust pollution

The power outage prevented the operation of the solid waste management system, whether
in collection, transportation, or deportation, which led to the accumulation of this waste in
homes, landfills, and roads, and the accumulation of hazardous medical waste, which results
from the huge numbers of people killed and wounded.

Water desalination plants stopped working in parallel with cutting off water generation, and
water pumps stopped working in underground wells leaving them with only 5% of what was
available to them before the aggression, taking into account that groundwater is 95% unfit for
drinking.

More than 65,000 cubes of public water leak into the sea daily increasing environmental and
health risks.
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The bombing of the Tal al-Zaatar tank, which is one of the basic components of life in the
northern Gaza Strip in general, and for the Indonesian hospital in particular.

The direct losses to the agricultural sector exceed $180 million, due to the cessation of ex-
ports, the destruction of the olive and oil season, and the death of dozens poultry, bird, and
animal farms herds. Agricultural losses include the destruction and bulldozing of 25% of ag-
ricultural areas, amounting to 45 thousand dunums.

Israeli violations against Communication, information technology and digital content system

30 % of the telecommunication sector infrastructure was damaged

The Israeli occupation cut off all communication and Internet supply lines from the Gaza
Strip since October 27, 2023, which led to the complete separation of the Gaza Strip from the
outside world until October 29, when it began to gradually return to some areas.

The Israeli occupation cut off communications again from the Gaza Strip on October 5, which
led to the separation of the Gaza Strip from the outside world and the inability of ambulances
to receive emergency calls about the locations of the martyrs and wounded as a result of the
Israeli raids.

Communications network in Gaza Strip is not stable, as the networks are determined by the
availability of fuel necessary to operate these networks. Thus, communications are continu-
ously cut off from Gaza Strip or large parts of it as a result of the bombing of communications
towers or the lack of fuel necessary to operate them.

More than 161 cases of arrest of Palestinians in the Arab community inside Israel were docu-
mented due to publications related to supporting the Palestinian cause.

More than a million cases of hate speech and incitement against Palestinians and supporters of
Palestinian rights on social media platforms in the Hebrew language, which are still spreading
enormously during escalating political events in the region that began on October 7, 2023.
The spread of these speeches on the “X” platform because the platform does not track the pub-
lished harmful content and allows its presence and spread. The background of these speeches
varied where 68% of the speeches were based on political foundations, and 29% were based
on ethnic foundations. Some other violent discourses are based on gender, religious, and other
foundations.

The City of Jerusalem

Israeli violations in the field of education

- Targeting schools in Jerusalem: Since November 19, 2023, the occupation has con-
tinued to close one of the most prominent schools in Al-Agsa Mosque, Al-Agsa
Islamic School and Kindergarten, which is located between Bab Hatta and the end
of the northern corridor. The occupation forces had closed the school until further
notice under the pretext of the presence of the word “Hamas” on one of the class-
room walls. They also arrested the school principal and one of the students and
took the phone numbers of all the teaching staff. The occupation demanded that the
school administration paint all the walls of the school, not just the wall on which
the word was written. It also threatened the school staff if they spoke to the media
about the closure. The occupation forces arrested a student in the eighth grade from
Al-Agsa Sharia Secondary School - also inside the mosque - and deported him from
his school for 5 days. The three Al-Agsa Mosque schools have been subjected to
continuous targeting since last September, as the police search school bags at the
mosque’s doors in search of the Palestinian curriculum, in addition to the occupa-
tion’s continued threat to close these schools.

- October 8: Schools in Jerusalem were closed for several days as a result of
the closure of the Old City of occupied Jerusalem by the Israeli forces.

- October 10: Israeli occupation forces attacked school students in the Ras al-
Amoud neighborhood in the town of Silwan, south of the blessed Al-Agsa
Mosque in occupied Jerusalem.

- October 24: Occupation forces closed Qalandiya checkpoint while the stu-
dents were heading to their schools and threw gas bombs at them. The mea-
sures prevented Qalandia camp students from getting to their schools in Je-
rusalem.

- October 29: Occupation forces completely closed Jaba Gate to citizens forc-
ing Jerusalemite students to walk to their schools from the town of Hizma to
the town of Al - Ram.

- October 29: Occupation forces stormed the vicinity of schools in the town
of Abu Dis starting from the gate of the apartheid wall and fired stun gre-

nades and poison gas towards the students heading to their schools causing
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suffocation for a number of them.

- October 30: The vicinity of the bishop’s school was closed by the Israeli
occupation in the city of Jerusalem.

- November 8: Occupation forces stormed Shuafat Camp in Jerusalem and
attacked school students heading to their schools.

- November 8: The occupation forces stormed the town of Abu Dis, north of
Jerusalem, and attacked school students heading to their schools.

- November 18: The occupation forces targeted a school in the town of Al-Is-
sawiya, northeast of occupied Jerusalem, with tear gas bombs, causing a fire
to break out in the school warehouse. Several students and teachers were

injured and taken to hospitals and medical centers to receive treatment.

- Al-Quds University in Abu Dis switched to e-learning from October 14-7 as a
result of the restrictions imposed by the Israeli occupation on students and the

barriers that prevented them from reaching the university.

- November 14: Israeli occupation’s undercover forces stormed Shuafat Camp club in
occupied Jerusalem and arrested a young man.
- November 21: The occupation forces arrested “Imad Al-Salwadi” and “Uday Abu

Haniyeh” after they stormed a sports club in the town of Anata in occupied Jerusalem.

Israeli violations in the field of education

- Currently, school education is held either face to face or online electronic (remotely) due to the seri-
ousness of the current conditions in the West Bank because of the attacks of settlers and occupation
soldiers on cities and villages and the closure of roads.

- October 22 : Settlers vandalized and tampered with the facilities of Badia Ramallah elementary
School and Ras al -Tin School in Birzeit.

- October 30: Settlers, protected by the occupation forces, raised the Israeli occupation flag at Kaab-
neh Bedouin school in Jericho area, noting that Kaabneh Bedouins are classified as among the indig-
enous peoples of Palestine.

- It should be noted that the occupation’s military checkpoints and arbitrary measures hinder about 2,000
male and female teachers from safely reaching their schools. There are 15 schools in the West Bank,
including 8 schools in the city of Yatta, whose children were unable to attend classes, whether face to
face or through online education.

- November 9: The occupation forces raided Al-Bukhari Basic School, arrested its director and re-
moved Palestinian flags. They arrested the principal of Al-Samu’ Secondary School after storming
the school as well.

- November 9: Israeli occupation forces stormed the city and camp of Jenin and detained 3,500 school
students and 500 kindergarteners in their schools in the camp as a result of the Israeli aggression until
late hours of the night with the teaching staff without food and without being allowed to leave. They
demolished and destroyed the surroundings of the Directorate of Education in Jenin.

- November 9: Occupation forces stormed Al-Zahraa School in the city of Jenin.

- November 12: The occupation army raids Al-Tuwanah School in Masafer Yatta, south of Hebron.

- November 21: Settlers burned Zanota School, south of Hebron.

Israeli violations in the field of higher education

Since the start of the Israeli aggression on Gaza Strip and the unprecedented escalation of Israeli violations in
the West Bank, Palestinian universities closed their doors in the West Bank and switched to a distance e-learn-
ing system. Israeli violations against university students and workers in the higher education sector in the West
Bank were monitored as follows:

Arrested students Prisoners fromhigher education sector Killed students

- Occupation forces targeted An-Najah National University building located on the campus of



Palestine Technical University - Kadoorie, opened fire on its facilities and damaged them.
Occupation forces targeted the Al-Quds Open University building in Tubas, opened fire on its facili-
ties and damaged them.

Stopping face-to-face education in all educational institutions (34 institutions) and switching to e-learn-
ing, except some practical courses, because of closures and restrictions on university students.
November 8: Israeli occupation forces stormed the campus of Birzeit University in Ramallah Gover-
norate and destroyed student belongings there.

November 16: Israeli occupation forces stormed the vicinity of Hebron University.

November 16: Israeli occupation forces stormed the automotive engineering laboratories and work-

shops at the main headquarters of Palestine Technical University, Kadoorie, and havocked its property.

Israeli violations in the field of tangible heritage

- October 7: The Tomb of the Patriarchs (listed on both the World and Islamic Heritage Lists) was

closed during Jewish holidays.

- October 27: The occupation forces stormed the ancient area of Sebastia and removed the Palestinian

flag from the flagpole.

November 1: Settlers and the occupation army demolished historic homes dating back to more than
150 years in the village of Shushahla in Al-Khader, south of Bethlehem.

October 22: Occupation aircraft bombed and destroyed Al-Ansar Mosque in the city of Jenin, result-
ing in killing and injuring several worshippers inside the mosque.

October 28: Israeli occupation forces attacked the “Janba” Mosque, destroyed its external speakers,
tampered with its contents, and desecrated it in Masafer Yatta - Hebron Governorate.

November 13: Settlers and the occupation army assaulted the landscape In Masafer Yatta, south of
Hebron, and destroyed several fruit trees.

November 22: Occupation forces stormed Sharhabeel Bin Hasna Mosque in the center of the town of

Habla/Qalqgilya and tampered with its contents.

Israeli violations of press freedom:

112 attacks and violations were recorded against journalists in the West Bank.

41 cases of arrests were recorded against journalists in the West Bank.

Israeli violations in the field of cultural expression

October 15: Settlers incite through social media against the researcher and writer in_Palestinian heri-

tage, Dr. “Mona Abu Hamdiyya” and one puts a picture of her with a point on the head.

October 26: The writer Lama Khater was arrested from her home in the city of Hebron.

Israeli violations in the field of the environment

More than 89 attacks on lands, livestock, and farmers were recorded during the olive harvest
season.
October 28: Citizen Bilal Muhammad Saleh (40 years old) was killed by a bullet to the chest

during a stinging attack on olive pickers in the town of Al-Sawiya, south of Nablus.



Israeli violations against medical personnel

- More than 88 attacks on medical personnel were recorded

- More than 30 attacks on ambulance vehicles were recorded.

- Israeli occupation forces stormed Thabet Thabet Governmental Hospital in Tulkarm twice
during November 2023, assaulting the medical staff and the injured, and arresting one of them
from inside the hospital.

- November 14: Israeli occupation army obstructed a sick girl was transported from Tulkarm to
Nablus at Enab checkpoint, where Tulkarm Hospital ambulance was prevented from complet-
ing its route, and the girl and her mother were forced to get out of the ambulance and move to
a civilian vehicle.

- November 14: Occupation forces stormed Hugo Chavez Eye Hospital in Turmus Aya and in-
terrogated the medical staff before leaving the hospital in a blatant aggression on the medical
and health institutions which Israel bombed, destroyed, and snipped.

- November 17: Israeli occupation forces stormed Ibn Sina Hospital, west of the city of Jenin,

and arrested a number of Paramedics after being forced to evacuate the hospital.
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
